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YOUTH-Turn is a program that guides youth through the process of creating programs to address 

adversities in their communities. How adversity is faced will determine recovery, course of action, and 
impact on others.  Everyone needs time to deal with shock, sadness, or anger.  But wouldn’t it also be great 
to take some action to prevent a similar event from happening to someone else?  This is the purpose of 
YOUTH-Turn:  to help young people turn adversity into action.  By being the rallying voice in local 
communities, youth can effectively help others cope and work toward preventing future tragedies.

YOUTH-Turn It Around Awards 
Through partnership of the Casey Feldman Memorial Foundation and the National Highway Traffic Safety 
Administration (NHTSA), NOYS was able to host the contest in 2011 and award $10,000 to youth 
organizations in high schools and universities that utilized the YOUTH-Turn resource and turned traffic 
adversities into positive and educational action.
